Course Description:  This course is the study of artistic skills in the area of technical theatre.  It is designed to extend the student’s overall knowledge of theatre.  An understanding and operation of theatre of productions and crew work is stressed.

In class, students will be required to participate in the production elements for this semester’s play productions.
Students will be evaluated on their participation, technical skills, improvement, and the ability to follow directions.
Students will be tested over lectures, instructional videos, and reading assignments.

Daily grades will include quizzes, writing assignments, individual and group projects, daily technical assignment, homework assignments, and participation.
Students will be expected to keep a notebook with organized notes and designs. Students’ notebooks should serve as a portfolio at the end of the course that reflects their work and designs for the entire semester.  Students will also be given the opportunity to use their notebooks on some of their tests and quizzes.  Students will also be expected to keep a regular journal in their notebooks as part of their grade.
Grade Breakdown:

Daily Grades – 40%
Design Projects – 20%
Test Grades – 30%

Final Exam – 10%

Class Expectations:
1. Regular attendance is VERY IMPORTANT to this class. The majority of the objectives for this course are designed for student interaction.

2. Students need to be in their assigned seat ready to begin when the tardy bell begins to ring.  Students will be dismissed to dress out after class has begun if needed.

3. Each student should come to class prepared for each class.  
This includes needed materials, your notebook and any homework assignment.

4. Participation is encouraged and expected.

5. Listening is critical (not only to the teacher, but also to other students speaking).

6. No gum, food or drinks are allowed in the theater.  
7. Students will be dismissed by the teacher, not by the bell.

8.  Phones and any other personal electronics should not be out during    class without permission.  

9.  Positive attitudes and smiles are GREATLY encouraged.
Students are expected to participate every day and to come to class prepared with their notebook, paper, writing instrument, and appropriate clothes/shoes.  Dressing rooms with lockers are available for student use if needed.  Students may be assigned another assignment and penalized for not meeting safety and/or dress requirements.
Assignments – Work missed due to an excused absence may be made up by following school policy in the student handbook after the students return to class. It is the student’s responsibility to ask for and to obtain make-up work, assignments, and/or extra help.
Students that are absent on days projects or presentation are due will be expected to present the assignment on the day the student returns. NO presentations will be accepted late!
Tests – I will go over each test with the class after it is graded allowing students to review their test and ask questions, but tests may not leave the classroom.  I will keep the test on file if parents would like to review their child’s test.  Tests will not be given back to students to keep, but may make necessary notes into their notebooks after each test.
Office Hours – I will be available to talk with students after class and after school on most days. Other times can be arranged by making an appointment. I will also gladly meet with parents by appointment.
